A Cautionary Tale  
 
A few weeks ago I fell into the canal. It wasnõt 
my fault, I lifted my leg to have a pee ð as you 
do ð and when I put my leg down someone had 
moved the tow path and there was nothing to 
put my paw onto and I toppled into the canal.  It 
is not the first time I have fallen into the canal 
and previously My Man has been able to pull me 
out.  
 
This time I had fallen in a dif ficult stretch of 
the canal where there was quite a height 
difference between the level of the water and 
the level of the tow path and My Man could not 
get a proper hold on me to pull me out.  
 
As he couldnõt pull me out and as I was getting 
tired keeping myself afloat My Man did a very 
foolish thing ð he got into the canal himself. I 
think he was surprised by the depth of the 
water which came up to his chest and whilst he 
was able to push me out of the canal ð yes you 
have guessed it ð he couldnõt get out of the 
canal himself.

The moral of this story is that if your dog falls 
into any body of water by all means help your 
dog to get out of the water provided you can do 
so safely from the bank without getting into the 
water yourself. However you should never put 
yourself at risk and should never enter the 
water, be it a canal, lake, river or sea. If you 
cannot safely rescue your dog from the bank 
you should call the rescue services.  
 
There is no dog who would want its owner to 
put their own life at risk for their sake.    
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Tips for Bonfire Night  
 

Many dogs are scared of the crashes and bangs 
made by fireworks. Some are only mildly 
distressed while others suffer severe anxiety or 
sheer terror . This may reflect itself in pacing 
restlessly, whin ing or barking, panting, 
salivating, trembl ing, digging or looking for a 
place to hide.  In extreme cases the dog may 
eliminate or vomit.  

 

Do not t ry to comfort your dog as this will 
encourage their fears. Ignore them as much as 
possible if they seem scared so that they w ill 
learn to cope on their own. Once they are 
more relaxed give them some love and 
attention so that they know theyõre acting in 
the right way.  
 
Provide your dog with a safe hiding place (a 
cardboard box would do) in their  favourite 
room of the house, clo se the curtains and turn 
up the volume of your television or radio to 
drown out any firework noises.  
  
Do not shut any internal doors as your dog may 
feel trapped and panic.  
  
Don't leave your dog alone in the house.  
 
A stodgy high- carbohydrate  meal (e.g . well -
cooked rice with a little boiled chicken ) in the 
late afternoon will help make your dog feel 
more sleepy and calm during the evening.  

 
Make sure your dog goes out to the toilet 
before it gets dark and the fireworks start.  
  
Try to keep your dog bus y with games to keep 
their mind off the noises.  
 
Exercise your dog during the day - never walk 
your dog while fireworks are being let off.  
 
 Make sure your dog is wearing a collar and tag 
in case they bolt and become lost .  
 
Ask your vet about DAP - Dog Appeasing 
Pheromone. This is a simple plug in diffuser 
which releases a calming chemical that can 
comfort your dog and help them cope with 
their  fears.

This brought to mind the changing face of 
dog fashion, not only in accessories but 
also in training. I went to my first training 
club some 40 years ago with my first dog. 
Training did not start until the dog was six 
months old (no puppy training then); you 
put a check chain (often incorrectly called 
a choke chain, but easily becoming a choke 
chain if not fitted correctly) to your dog 
and then the dog was forced to do the 
exercises. (Some of the methods would be 
considered as mistreatment today ). It is a 
million miles away from the positive 
training methods w e use today.

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 Famous Dogs 
 

Greyfriars Bobby  and HachikɃ  
 

 

In 1858, a man named John Gray was buried in old 
Greyfriars Churchyard. His grave levelled by the 
hand of time, and unmarked by any stone, became 
scarcely discernible .  Although no human in terest 
seemed to attach to it t he sacred spot was not 
wholly disregarded or forgotten. For fourteen years 
the dead man's faithful dog kept constant watch 
and guard over the grave until his own death in 
1872. 
 
The famous Skye Terrier, Greyfriars Bobby was so 
devoted to his master John Gray, even in death, for 
fourteen years Bobby lay on the grave only leaving 
for food.  
 
Baroness Angelia Georgina Burdett-Coutts, President 
of the Ladies Committee of the RSPCA, visited 
Edinburgh on several occasions in 1871 to see 
Bobby. She had been deeply moved by his story. 
The Baroness asked the City Council for permission 
to erect a granite fountain with a statue of Bobby 
placed on top, to be sited on the pavement nea r the 
Kirkyard as a lasting memory of the little Skye 
Terrier Bobby upon his death.  
 
William Brody - sculptured the statue from life, and 
it was unveiled without ceremony in November 1873 
after the death of Bobby.  

  
In 1924, HidesaburɃ Ueno, a professor in 
the agriculture department at the 
University of Tokyo  took in HachikɃ as a 
pet. During his owner's life HachikɃ 
greeted him at the end of the day at the 
nearby Shibuya Station. The pair 
continued their daily routine until May 
1925, when Professor Ueno did not return. 
The professor had suffered from a 
cerebral hemorrhage and died, never 
returning to the train station where his 
friend w as waiting. Every day for the next 
nine years HachikɃ waited at Shibuya 
station.  Many of the people who 
frequented the Shibuya train station had 
seen HachikɃ and Professor Ueno together 
each day.  

 

They brought HachikɃ treats and food to nourish him during his wait. 
 
HachikɃ finally died on 8th March 1935. 
  
In April 1934, a bronze statue in his likeness was erected at Shibuya Station and HachikɃ himself 
was present at its unveiling. The statue was recycled for the war effort during World War II. In 
1948 The Society for Recreating the HachikɃ Statue commissioned Takeshi Ando, son of the 
original artist who had since died, to make a second statue. The new sta tue was erected in 
August 1948.
