owners are no longer able to look after
us? woul d I i ke to te

Sam was a terrier cross breed who was
obtained, as a puppy, by a pensioner.
Sally when Sam was six his owner passed
away and Sam found himself in an RSPCA
kennels looking for a new home. Luckily
there was another pensioner looking for a
small older dog and Sam was soon
adopted. The next seven years were
idyllic. Sam adored his new o wner, and his
new owner adored Sam. Truth be told Sam
was a bit spoilt. Then suddenly and
unexpectedly Sambds n
now Sam was thirteen and had a heart
problem which necessitated relatively
expensive medication and compulsory
three monthly vis its to the vets. Because
Sam had spent all his life with older

people he was used to a quiet life with
someone with him virtually 24 hours a day;
he had therefore become intolerant of
young children and of other dogs. These
latter two qualities meant that it was
impossible to re -house him with the family
because of
work/children/grandchildren/other pets

and the search was on for a new home.

The RSPCA have a sch
where they will do everything they can to
find a new home for your pet and th e
charity The Cinnamon Trust provides long
term care for pets for owners who have
died. However with both these charities

you have to be registered with them; Sam
wasnodét. The family s
charities, large and small, national and
local, but the response was the same; an
old dog with medical problems was going

to be nigh on impossible to re -home. After
consulting with Samb
to the decision that the kindest thing to

do was to have Sam put to sleep and just
under two weeks af ter his owner died Sam
was euthanized.
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So pleasedo think about what will happento us
dogs (and cats or any other pets you may have)
if you become unable to look after us. Is there
someone in the family who will be able tore -
home us? If a pedigree breed does the breed
society offer a re -homing service or will the
breeder take usback? Is so do your family know
this? If no other arrangements exist please do
consider registering
Life or The Cinnamon Trust. Whatever your
plans make sure your family know what they
are, and the simplest way of doing this is to put
an appropriate clause into your will. Please do
not make what is already a distressing time for
your family even more distressing.

Whilst it
is impossible to eliminate risks entirely there
are actions that can be taken to help prevent
your

harmlessly and permanently

A tattoo could deter a pet -napper.
Clean it regularly with surgical s pirit
so it can be read easily

Neuter your pet an
neuteredd tag to t

A collar with your contact details

must, by law, be worn by your dog
whenever they are in a publ ic place
Photograph your pet from lots of
different angles to ensure it will be
recognisable on posters or websites if

it does happen to wander off

Track your pet. Opt for the latest
sat-nav technology which alerts you

if your pet crosses a pre -set boundary
(www.retrievatracking.com )

Lost Pet Action Plan

Act fast. Search your neighbourhood;
check your shed and/or garage and
leave a description of your pet with as
many people as possible

Call your vet; local p olice station (not
999); and, if applicable, your local
authoritydéds dog war
Call the relevant database if your pet is
microchipped and registered. If they
have an ID tattoo, inform the National
Dog Tattoo Register

Distribute posters and flyers .
